We believe that it is the continuing lack of sterilization due to money constraints and also social norms that dislike sterilization of intact male dogs.

What kinds of spay/neuter services are currently available in the target area and in what ways are these resources currently insufficient to meet community
needs?

We currently have multiple shelters, including our local animals services that offer financial help for sterilization. It is oftentimes difficult to get the word out about the programs
and many people have trouble getting their pets to clinics.

Objectives

What do you hope to accomplish with these funds (objectives should be specific and quantifiable)?

We have discovered that there is a significant overlap between feral cat colonies and low-income housing. Many times the residents are feeding many outside cats that are not
socialized, not sterilized and not vaccinated as well as having inside animals that are also without these services. We are planning on working with the non-profit Cat Trap Fever to
identify these areas and provide transportation for the feral cats for services. We will spay or neuter the cat, vaccinate and do a health exam. We will also apply a flea and tick
medication. We will also offer to the caretakers of these feral cats the same spay and neuter services for their personal pets. We plan on putting out flyers about the program in
the resident areas we identify that will be low-income mobile home parks and county low-income housing units. Our plan is to identify 375 cats for services and 75 dogs.

How does this program increase the number of sterilization surgeries above the existing baseline?

As we have ongoing issues getting people to sterilize their pets we believe that breaking barriers such as cost and transportation will increase the number of participants in the
program and that the majority of the 450 animals identified would be above the baseline.

Methods

What criteria will you use to determine eligibility for your program?

Feral cats will be free-roaming animals that are trapped and brought into the clinic for services. Animals that are presented as owned must have an owner that can show
enrollment in a social program such as food stamps or Medicaid.

How will you advertise the program? Explain how the advertising will reach the target audience.
We are planning on specific targeted messaging through flyers and handouts to the low-income mobile home communities and county low-income rentals.

How will you address barriers to full use of the program such as transportation, illiteracy, and cultural hurdles?
We will be working with Cat Trap Fever who will be going directly into the parks and apartment complexes to trap cats and also to talk to the residents that feed said cats. This will
mitigate issues with illiteracy or cultural issues. We will be providing transportation for all of the feral cats and will provide transportation as needed for owned pets.

Does this project involve the transportation of animals by someone other than the client? If so, describe the vehicles, methods for confinement, personnel
training, liability releases used to assure the safety of the animals and handlers.

We will be using volunteer vehicles for transport of the feral cats. These are vans or SUV's so there is no chance of losing the cats. Our volunteers will sign releases of liability and

be trained for handling of feral cats. We will provide the owned pet with a voucher to be transported with their pet to our facility. The voucher will be through Uber or Lyft,
ensuring that we get a driver that will accept travel with a pet.
